A warm welcome to this afternoon’s concert & thanks for coming along. We’re 
especially glad to see you this year as the March concert date we advertised when 
we played here last year had to be unexpectedly moved, but the good news is we 
can now play some wonderful music associated with the 80th Anniversary of VE 
Day. 
 

The band has a long association with this theatre - we first played here in the 
1980s under the baton of our founder Sid Cooper, continued through the early 
1990’s with my brother Jeff conducting, and after a short break we returned in 
2000 and have played here at least once a year ever since. So that’s 35 years since 
I first conducted the band here, and 25 consecutive years since I brought the band 
back here in 2000...wow that makes me feel rather old. 
 

The reason we keep coming back is simple - we are lucky enough to have an 
audience who support us every year and who make playing here so much fun. You 
are of course welcome (actually encouraged) to join in whenever you like - sing 
along, hum along, clap along, and even dance if there’s space. Those in the band 
that are here for the first time are in for a treat (and a surprise) when they see 
how interactive these concerts are and much fun we have together.   
 

I chose The Royal British Legion as today’s charity for a couple of reasons - firstly 
they’re the obvious choice for a VE Day Concert, and secondly to honour the 
memory of my dad who collected poppy money for over 25 years in Clacton, 
raising over £17,000 in the process.   
 

Thanks again for coming along today and helping us raise money for such a worthy 
cause, and we hope you enjoy the concert.
